Similarly, we had 8 U15’s and 3 U14’s, and we lent  fielders 
and their top order batted twice.

Iftika 
bowled out on 29 (including one glorious 6 straight over the sightscreens into the trees and a 
lost ball). We were not the sharpest at pinching runs and did not run the 1st fast enough, we 
left 10-12 runs out on the pitch. Eranga would have been handing out press-up penalties to 
both openers. 

David promoted himself up the order to inject some urgency into proceedings and certainly 
pushed the score along in a healthy fashion, Lewis was 2nd wicket down with our total at 148 
in 23 overs, Lewis making 45. At the close David was not out 47, the batting performance of 
the day.
